ligation of superficial veins or vessels;

repair of soft tissue lacerations and abrasions;

incision, drainage and debridement of abscesses, hematomas, and ulcerations;

excision of foreign bodies and soft tissue masses which are not known or thought to be malignant;
biopsy and cauterization of soft tissue lesions;

ligamentous and tendon repairs found during the aforementioned procedures;

release of nerve entrapment found in conjunction with an extension of nerve entrapment procedures
of the foot.
